  “Now I beseech you, brethren, mark them which cause divisions and offences contrary to the doctrine which ye have 

learned; and avoid them.

 For they that are such serve not our Lord Jesus Christ, but their own belly; and by good 

words and fair speeches deceive the hearts of the simple,” (Romans 16:17-18)                           

their false gospels represent Christ even 

though their teachings are at odds with the 

Bible. They believe they are more knowl-

edgeable, are more enlightened, and have 

received new revelation knowledge from 

God. In reality, they are giving heed to doc-

trines of devils (demons), (1 Tim 4:1). 

Today, the world is filled with deception. 

Matt 24:3-4 teaches that deception will be-

come even more prevalent  during the Tribu-

lation.  Indeed, we are told that it is through 

deception that literally all unbelievers during 

the Tribulation will follow the Antichrist.

This all too familiar scripture may no 

longer ring out the warning that it should 

because even biblical Christians are like 

the proverbial frog slowly boiling in water

-but now in a sea of apostasy. It is so com-

mon to hear accounts of abominable 

things happening in churches that we no 

longer react to the spiritual assaults nor 

feel alarm.  

Though we may not observe it through 

our present Laodicean apathy, the spiritual 

birth pangs of deception are rapidly in-

creasing. It is not true every false group 

out there is literally saying, “I am the 

Christ.”  However, they are saying that  
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to befall mankind?  Because, as II Thess 2:10 warns, when people 

love not the truth, that they may be saved, they will be sent a 

great deception that they will believe. “And for this cause God 

shall send them strong delusion that they should believe a lie that 

they all might be damned who believe not the truth but had pleas-

ure in unrighteousness.” This final and great delusion will bring 

so strong an outpouring of demonic doctrines of devils that the 

world will become of one mind in the following and worship of 

the Antichrist during the Tribulation. 

Today, we must watch and “pray without ceasing” concerning 

present deceptions. The Lord commanded Peter and the disciples 

in the Garden of Gethsemane to watch and pray that they be not 

deceived and overtaken by temptation. They fell asleep and even-

tually deception came upon them. “And he (Jesus) cometh unto 

the disciples, and findeth them asleep, and saith unto Peter, What, 

could ye not watch with me one hour? Watch and pray that ye 

enter not into temptation: the spirit indeed is willing, but the flesh 

is weak,” (Matt 26:40,41; 69-75). Peter, who did not obey and fell 

asleep and was tempted into fear and for a time, denied his rela-

tionship with Christ in order to save himself.  

In order to avoid deception and its inherent temptation to turn to 

false doctrine, we must watch for what is coming and guard 

against it. Clearly, one of the next great waves of deception com-

ing to cause betrayal of Christ is fellowship with Islam.  

It is not likely that a watching, praying, Bible-studying, church 

attending Christian will mix with Islam. But for apostate Chris-

tians, that is the thing to do today. Chrislam, a mix of Christian-

ity and Islam, is spreading across the United States and being 

celebrated by popular U.S. Christian leaders and mainline Chris-

tian churches. The Dalai Lama, long a proponent of interfaith ecu-

menism, is promoting Buddlam a mix of Buddhism and Islam. 

Similarly, syncretizing Islamic doctrine with Hindu beliefs pro-

duces what’s called Hindlam. http://www.crossroad.to/articles2/011/rae/

tactical.htm   The present Pope, who authorized the most recent 

Catholic Catechism, promotes Islam as an *Abrahamic faith that 

believes in the same God as the Roman Catholics, so he now de-

clares Muslims to be brothers and sisters, though of imperfect 

communion.

    “Be ye not unequally yoked together with unbe-

lievers: for what fellowship hath righteousness 

with unrighteousness? and what communion hath 

light with darkness? And what concord hath Christ 

with Belial? or what part hath he that believeth 

with an infidel? Wherefore come out from among 

them, and be ye separate, saith the Lord, and 

touch not the unclean [thing]; and I will receive 

you, And will be a Father unto you, and ye shall be 

my sons and daughters, saith the Lord               

Almighty,” (2 Corinthians 6:14-18).  

Preoccupied this past June with President Obama’s

"I Will Not Be Silenced! I will not allow anyone to tell 

me what I can and cannot preach," Van Impe said in a 

statement when TBN would not allow his program to 

air.”

 We applaud evangelical Jack Van Impe for this stand as well 

as his long standing literary contributions explaining pro-

phetic end time theology. However, though once a fundamen-

tal Baptist, in recent years he has denounced separation and 

has become overly comfortable with the Pope, lacing his pro-

grams with much praise for Catholicism.

Comin' (1984, Word Publishing Group). Compolo claims 

that 'even if Muslims don't convert’, they are God's people.

"Even more chilling is the fact that over 300 prominent 

Christian leaders signed a letter issued by the Yale Center 

for Faith and Culture claiming that world peace is depend-

'Yahweh' as the same God. This letter, titled 'Loving God 

and Neighbor Together,' was written in response to a 

signed document by 138 Muslim leaders titled 'A Common 

Word Between Us and You.' McLaren, Warren, Robert 

Schuller and Bill Hybels were just several of the signato-

ries to this outright betrayal of Christ!” 

“TBN previously had a conflict over its intolerance for 

criticism of Islam. It was in 2006 when Hal Lindsey, WND 

columnist and one of the world's most popular non-fiction 

authors, clashed with the network because TBN wanted 

him to soften his views on Muslims. Lindsey refused.”  

(Lindsey has since signed a new contract and is again on 

TBN).

  Halloween:  Harmless Fall Fun or Offense to the LORD?

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The coming of fall brings the return of the heated de-

bate among Christians about involvement in Halloween.  

Some demand that Halloween is simply a harmless time 

of fun for young people. Others see great spiritual con-

cerns for Christians.   

For years, I have chosen not to participate in Hallow-

een.  My decision was rooted neither in fear of the oc-

cult nor in legalism.  Rather, my decision was made in 

response to my understanding what pleases God -- and 

what displeases Him.    

My decision was rooted in the understanding that Chris-

tians are involved in a real spiritual battle "against prin-

cipalities, against powers, against the rulers of the dark-

ness of this world, against spiritual wickedness in high 

places" (Ephesians 6:12).   

Despite the fact that retailers have trivial-

ized the association of Halloween with the 

occult, it remains a fact that Hallow-

een does, in fact, celebrate the occult.  Hal-

loween simply cannot be divorced from its 

longstanding celebration of death, the 

devil, his demons, and witchcraft. Indeed, 

Halloween celebrates the very things that 

we war against as believers. 

According to the Bible, none of this is ac-

ceptable to the LORD.  In Deuteronomy 18:9-12, the 

LORD commanded His people to avoid involvement in 

the occult practices of their Pagan neighbors:"When 

thou art come         (Continued above) 

 

 

 

 

into the land the LORD thy God giveth thee, thou 

shalt not learn to do after the abominations of 

those nations.  10 There shall not be found among 

you any one that maketh his son or his daughter to 

pass through the fire, or that useth divination  or an 

observer of times, or an enchanter, or a witch,  11 

Or a charmer, or a consulter with familiar spirits, 

or a wizard, or a necromancer.  12 For all that do 

these things are an abomination unto the 

LORD..."  

In the New Testament, too, we find numerous im-

peratives to be separate from evil and the           

occult.   In Romans 12:9, Paul writes, "Abhor that 

which is evil; cleave to that which is good."      

In 2 Corinthians 6:14, he wrote,  "Be ye not un-

equally yoked together with unbelievers: for what 

fellowship hath righteousness with 

unrighteousness? and what commun-

ion hath light with darkness? ...  17 

Wherefore come out from among 

them, and be ye separate."    

In Ephesians 5:11, we're commanded 

by the LORD to "...have no fellow-

ship with the unfruitful works of 

darkness, but rather reprove 

them."   

My family has chosen to please the LORD rather 

than participating in  Halloween.  We humbly and 

lovingly urge you and your family to consider the
